Graduation Requirements

Class of 2010 through 2013

High school graduates must fulfill four requirements to
receive a high school diploma. These requirements help
ensure graduates have a solid foundation of skills and
knowledge to be prepared for the next steps in life and are
set by the Washington State Board of Education and the
Central Valley Board of Directors.

1. Earn 23 Class Credits
Students must earn at least 23 credits in specified subject
areas. In most cases, one-half credit is awarded for each
successfully completed class. Please see reverse side for
a detailed listing of credit requirements.

2. Meet State Academic Standards
Students must pass the Reading, Writing and Math
portions of the approved Washington State Assessment.
Students who do not pass the
Math portion must earn two
math credits after 10™ grade \ 3
(Class of 2010-2012). Class ‘
of 2013 students must also pass the Math and Science
portions of the approved Washington State Assessment or
state-approved alternative.

2. Complete a High School and Beyond Plan
Students must detail their plans for meeting the high
school graduation requirements and for the first year
following high school completion. The plan is intended to
help students identify post-secondary paths such as
education, military, travel and work by thinking about their
future and providing motivation for their current work in
high school. The plan is updated throughout the student's
high school years.

4. Complete a Culminating Project
Culminating projects challenge students to demonstrate
and display mastery of skills acquired during their

academic careers.
